Pool Use Policy and Rules

Effective:   Friday, June 10, 2011
1.  Purpose.
This letter provides guidance about use of the Glenleigh Swimming Pool and Pool Area. 
2.  Authority. 
The Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions for Glenleigh Homeowners Association (Article VI, Use Restrictions and Rules, Section 1, General; Article XII, General Provisions, Section 18, Use of Recreational Facilities by Nonmembers).
3.  General. 
a. The Commons Property of Glenleigh Homeowners Association, to include parking lot, children’s play ground, swimming pool, tennis courts, and surrounding landscaped grounds, is primarily for use by Glenleigh homeowners, residents, and their guests.
b. The Glenleigh Board of Directors, however, has granted use rights to the Glenleigh recreational facilities to a limited number of non-members, hereinafter called Glenleigh Facility Members (GFMs), for a predetermined initial and annual fee, as prescribed in a GFM Use Agreement document.  A GFM has limited use rights to Glenleigh recreational facilities as long as user fees have been paid in full, and rules for the use of these facilities are followed.  
4.  Specific Guidance.
a. Swim At Your Own Risk.  
· Glenleigh operates its pool and pool area under a swim-at-your-own–risk policy.  
· Life guards will NOT be present during pool operating hours.  
· Pool users must assume responsibility for knowing, following, and if necessary, encouraging others to abide by the following pool rules.  
b. Children. 
· Under this pool-use policy a child is defined as a person under age ten (U10) by 1 June of the current pool season.  All U10 children must be accompanied by adult parent or guardian.  An adult is defined as a person age eighteen (18) by 1 June of the current pool season. 
· Supervision and safeguarding of users of the wading pool is the responsibility of the parents of the children using the wading pool.

· Children three years old and younger, as well as any child not potty trained, must wear snug fitting plastic pants or a water resistant swim diaper.
· The parent and/or guardian of the child are responsible for the safety and clean up of the child at all times while using the pool and surrounding grounds. 
c. Access.  
· Authority to enter the swimming pool area is granted by issuance of a Commons Area Access Card (CAAC).  This credit-card sized device will be issued by the GHOA Treasurer upon payment in full of the annual homeowner’s assessment / facility member’s usage fee.  
· The CAAC is not transferable to a third party, but may be transferred to another member of a homeowner’s / facility member’s immediate family.
· The CAAC should be secured at the season’s end so that it will be available for the following pool season.

· The CAAC should be available at all times at pool on members’ person for purposes of identification and access to facilities.

· Homeowners and Facility members are not to open the door and allow strangers or non-members into the pool facility.

· Members shall not prop open the door to the pool area even in times of a scheduled party.  The door is only to be propped during times of maintenance or during a GHOA sponsored event or festival. 
d. Public Health and Sanitation.  
· Persons with potentially communicable disease, open sores, or other infections shall NOT enter the swimming pool.  
· Please utilize the bathrooms prior to entering the pool. 
e. Decorum.  
· Swimmers shall wear normal, culturally acceptable swim wear (bathing suits, bikinis, swim trunks, etc.).  Regular clothing items are not swim wear.  
· Swimming in cut-off shirts and jeans, and under wear are not permitted. 
f. Clean-up.  
· Pool users are responsible for placing their trash in the designated waste containers. 

· Pool users are responsible for removing their personal property when leaving the pool area

· Pool users are responsible for leaving pool furniture ready for use by others (e.g., by wiping tops of tables, seats of chairs, etc.). 

g. Damage.  Homeowners/Facility Members are responsible for damage to the pool and to pool equipment, including pool furniture, by family members or homeowner guests.

h. Personal Property and ‘Loss and Found’.  
· GHOA is NOT responsible for securing personal property left at the pool after operating hours. 
· The maintenance crew, however, will place all left-behind items such as towels, tee shirts, foot wear, etc. in a ‘lost and found’ container.  Pools users may check this container for such items.
i. NO! The following items and behaviors are NOT permitted in the pool and poll area:

· NO glass (beverage containers must be aluminum can or plastic)

· NO food, drink or wrappers shall be permitted within ten feet (10') of the pool or wading pool.

· NO chewing gum, chewing tobacco, or other messy, sticky material.

· NO running (applies especially to children and youth)
· NO sitting or removing the pool rope
· NO weapons or sharp objects (knives, hair pins, play swords, etc.) 
· NO breakable toys (e.g., brittle plastic squirt guns) 
· NO pets (a visually-handicapped person’s seeing eye dog is the exception)
· NO illicit drugs or public drunkenness, or abusive, foul language
· NO rough-house play, pushing, ‘fighting’
· NO spitting, spouting of water or blowing nose in pool.

· NO bicycles, tricycles, skateboards, roller blades in pool area.

· NO unattended solo bathing.

· NO swimming allowed during heavy rain or when thunder and lightning can be seen or heard.

5. Reserved Use.  Glenleigh homeowners may reserve the pool for special occasions.  The following specific guidance applies in this situation:
a. Request to reserve the pool for a special occasion must be coordinated with the Glenleigh Pool Activities Coordinator minimum seven (7) calendar days in advance of the desired date of the occasion. Event should be placed on calendar at pool’s bulletin area in bath house.
b. Special occasion reserved use of the pool does NOT preclude other members from entering and using the facility at the time of the special occasion.  Such use does permit the requester, however, to designate a section of the pool area for seating, grilling, etc. 

c. Special occasion is limited to 24 guests (one half the authorized in-pool swimmers per Cobb County). 
d. Requester and special occasion guests will follow current Glenleigh pool use policy.  Requester is required to ‘brief’ his/her guests about such policy. 

e. Requester shall be responsible for bagging his/her guests’ trash, for pick up of guests’ personal property, and for leaving the reserved special occasion section of the pool area in good condition. 

f. Requester shall leave a damage deposit (preferably a personal check in the amount of $50 or $100 depending on the size of the group) with the Pool Activity Coordinator.  

g. Pool Activity Coordinator or his/her designated representative shall review the condition of the pool area’s special occasion reserved section prior to the departure of the requester or his/her designated representative.  

h. A ‘reserved use’ agreement may be drawn up between the Pool Activities Coordinator and the person requesting reserved use of the pool.  This agreement document would name the requester, the desired date of the special occasion, the number of guests expected to participate, the duration of the special occasion, and other stipulations listed above.  

6.  This policy is subject to review by the Board of Directors at any time. 
7.  This policy is effective immediately and supercedes all previously-published Glenleigh pool and pool area policy guidance.
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
